AN ACT relating to water development projects; authorizing
construction of designated water projects; describing
projects; specifying terms and conditions of funding for
projects; providing restrictions relating to sales of water
and operation of projects; providing appropriations;
modifying project descriptions, terms of appropriations for
various specified prior projects; and providing for an

effective date.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming:

Section 1. W.S. 99-3-701 through 99-3-704 are created

to read:

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99-3-701. Definitions.

The definitions in W.S. 99-3-101 apply to this article.

99-3-702. General authorization.

[2002 NEW DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS]

99-3-703. Level III —construction projects - new

development.

(a) Authorization 1is granted for the Level III new

development construction projects identified in this

section, subject to the general conditions specified in

W.S. 99-3-103.

[NEW DEVELOPMENT CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS]

(b) Project - Alpine Raw Water Project:
