Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Woni ng:

Section 1. WS. 25-5-114(a) and 25-5-115(a)(iii) are

anended to read:

25-5-114. Eligibility for adm ssion; appropriateness

of services; effect of crimnal conviction or charge.

(a) Except as otherwise authorized by rules and
regul ati ons pronul gated in accordance with WS. 9-2-106(d),

a person shall not be admitted to the training school if
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hi s preadm ssion eval uation indicates that he would be nore

appropriately served by the Wonng state hospital, a
comrunity program or a public school program Wien no
alternative I S clearly nedically or t herapeutically

superior, the choice of the guardian of a person wth

devel opnental disabilities shall be respected in the

i ndi vi dual program pl an.

25-5-115. Preadmi ssion evaluation; preparation and

supervi sion thereof; disposition of findings.

(a) Admission to the training school shall be based

upon the preadm ssion eval uati on:

(iii) No person shall be admtted wnless if an

interdisciplinary team has determned that a less
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dhavailable comunity or hone based service is nore

appropriate and is available to neet the proposed

resi dent's di agnosed needs.
