(a) The departnent is authorized to enter into

agreenents with physicians and dentists who have graduated
from accredited residency progranms to provide health care

inthis state. The agreenents shall

(ii) Provide that the physician or dentist shall
be repaid up to one hundred percent (100% of the anmount of
out st andi ng educational |oans the physician or dentist has
acqui red after—conpleting—undergraduate prograns—and—as a
direct result of nedical or dental school training, not to
exceed thirty thousand dollars ($30,000.00) per year,
i ncluding the matching funds specified in subsection (d) of
this section, in exchange for practicing his profession

under the ternms of this section;
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(b) The depart nent, in consul tation with t he

and prof essional associ ati on, shal | pronmul gate rules

necessary to carry out the purposes of this section. In

(ii) Provide that the health care provider shal
be repaid up to one hundred percent (100% of the anount of
out st andi ng educational |oans the provider has acquired as
a result of educational training directly related to

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providing nedical services, not to exceed ten thousand

dol l ars ($10,000.00) per year, includingthe mtchingfunds
specified—in—subsection {d)—of this section—in exchange

for practicing under the ternms of this section;

(b) The depart nent, in consul tation with t he

departrental—advi-seryr—couneil—appropriate licensing board

and prof essional associ ati on, shal | pronmul gate rules

necessary to carry out the purposes of this section. In
carrying out this section the departnent shall assess
health care needs of the state by geographic areas and
particul ar health care services required and shal

prioritize and enter into agreenents under this section

accordi ngly.

(e) In selecting health care providers for agreenents

pursuant to this section, the departnment shall gi ve

priority to qualified graduates of the University of

Wom ng or a Wom ng conmunity col |l ege.

Section 2. WS, 9-2-118(d) is repeal ed.

Section 3.
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(a) Six mllion dol l ars (%6, 000, 000. 00) is
appropriated from the budget reserve account to the
departnent of health for |oan repaynents pursuant to WS

9-2-118.

(b) Four mllion dol I ars (%4, 000, 000. 00) is
appropriated from the budget reserve account to the
departnent of health for |oan repaynents pursuant to WS

9-2-119.

(c) N nety-three thousand dollars ($93,000.000) is
appropriated from the general fund to the departnment of
health and one (1) additional part-tine position is
aut horized for the purpose of adm nistering the physician
and health care provider |oan repaynent prograns pursuant

to WS. 9-2-118 and 9-2-1109.

Section 4. This act is effective July 1, 2006.
