(a)  Proceedings for the involuntary hospitalization 14 

of a person may be commenced by the filing of a written 15

application with the court in the county in which the 1 

person is initially detained.  Proceedings may also be 2 

initiated in the county in which there is a designated 3 

hospital if there is a written agreement executed by the 4 

county attorney of the county in which the person resides 5 

and the designated hospital stating that the county in 6 

which the person resides will be responsible for costs 7 

under W.S. 25-10-112(e) that are not covered by the state. 8 

The application shall be accompanied by either:  9

(j)  If, upon completion of the hearing and 11 

consideration of the record, the court or the jury finds by 12 

clear and convincing evidence that the proposed patient is 13 

mentally ill the court shall consider the least restrictive 14 

and most therapeutic alternatives, and the state hospital 15 

shall serve as a hospital of last resort to receive 16 

patients if no designated hospital or other licensed 17 

treatment facility is readily available, and shall:  18
