through (ix) and (b) and 39-16-105(a)(iii)(E), (F), (vi) 11 

through (viii), (x) and (b) are repealed effective January 12 

1, 2017. 13

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(a)  The joint revenue interim committee shall submit 1 

a report to the governor and legislature by December 1, 2 

2013, and again by December 1 of 2016, reviewing the tax 3 

exemptions which are to expire under the provisions of this 4 

act. The department of revenue shall provide information as 5 

requested by the committee to complete its reports under 6 

this section.  The reports shall: 7

(i)  Indicate the amount of revenue to be 9 

generated by the expiration of each exemption; 10

(ii)  Recommend a general reduction in taxation 12 

to offset the anticipated increase in revenue resulting 13 

from the repeal of identified exemptions; and 14

(iii)  Recommend whether any of the exemptions 16 

scheduled for repeal should be reinstated. 17
