33-29-201.  Definitions. 11 

 12 

(a)  As used in this act: 13 

 14 

(i)  "Board" means the Wyoming board of 15 

professional engineers and professional land surveyors; 16 

 17 

(ii)  "Design coordination" for professional 18 

engineers means the review and coordination of those 19 

technical submissions prepared by others, including as 20 

appropriate and without limitation, consulting engineers, 21 

architects, landscape architects, land surveyors, 22 

geologists and other professionals working under the 23 

direction of a professional engineer.  "Design 24

coordination" for professional land surveyors means the 1

(iii)  "Engineer" means a person who is qualified 9 

to practice engineering by reason of special knowledge and 10 

use of the mathematical, physical and engineering sciences 11 

and the principles and methods of engineering analysis and 12 

design, acquired by engineering education and engineering 13 

experience; 14 

 15 

(iv)  "Engineer intern" means a person who has 16 

qualified for, taken and passed an examination in the 17 

fundamental engineering subjects, as provided in this act; 18 

 19 

(v)  "Engineering surveys" means all survey 20 

activities required to support the sound conception, 21 

planning, design, construction, maintenance and operation 22 

of engineered projects, but excluding the surveying of real 23 

property for the establishment of land boundaries, rights-24 
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of-way, easements and the dependent or independent surveys 1 

or resurveys of the public land survey system; 2 

 3 

(vi)  "Firm" means any form of business entity 4 

other than an individual licensee operating under his or 5 

her name that offers professional engineering or land 6 

surveying services of their licensed personnel to the 7 

public; 8 

 9 

(vii)  "Inactive licensee" means a licensee who is 10 

not engaged in professional engineering or land surveying 11 

practice which requires licensure in Wyoming who has been 12 

granted inactive status.  No inactive licensee may practice 13 

in Wyoming unless otherwise exempted in this act.  Inactive 14 

licensees are exempt from the continuing education 15 

requirements; 16 

 17 

(viii)  "Jurisdiction" means a state, the District 18 

of Columbia or any territory, commonwealth or possession of 19 

the United States that issues licenses to practice and 20 

regulates the practice of engineering or land surveying 21 

within its legal boundaries; 22 

 23 
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(ix)  "Land surveyor intern"  means a person who 1 

has qualified for, taken and has passed an examination in 2 

the fundamental surveyor intern subjects, as provided by 3 

this act; 4 

 5 

(x)  "Licensee" means any person licensed by the 6 

board under this act; 7 

 8 

(xi)  "Managing agent" means a natural person who 9 

is licensed and who has been designated managing agent by a 10 

firm.  A managing agent is responsible for the engineering 11 

or land surveying work in Wyoming or for projects or 12 

property within Wyoming offered or provided by a firm.  A 13 

licensee may not be designated as a managing agent for more 14 

than one (1) firm.  An engineer or land surveyor who 15 

renders occasional, part-time or consulting engineering or 16 

land surveying services to, or for, a firm may not be 17 

designated as a managing agent.  A managing agent's 18 

responsibilities include: 19 

 20 

(A)  Renewal of the certificate of authority 21 

and notification to the board of any change in managing 22 

agent; 23 

 24 
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(B)  Overall supervision of a firm's licensed 1 

and subordinate personnel who provides engineering or land 2 

surveying work in Wyoming; 3 

 4 

(C)  Institution of and insuring adherence to 5 

policies of a firm relative to the rules of professional 6 

conduct. 7 

 8 

(xii)  "Practice of engineering" means any 9 

service or creative work the adequate performance of which 10 

requires engineering education, training and experience and 11 

the application of special knowledge of the mathematical, 12 

physical and engineering sciences to adequately perform 13 

such services or creative work.  It includes consultation, 14 

research investigation, expert technical testimony, 15 

teaching upper division engineering design subjects, 16 

evaluation, planning, design and design coordination of 17 

engineering works and systems, planning the use of land, 18 

air and water, performing engineering surveys and studies 19 

and the review or management of construction for the 20 

purpose of monitoring or ensuring compliance with drawings 21 

and specifications when such service requires the 22 

application of engineering principles.  Practice of 23 

engineering embraces those services or work, in connection 24 
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with utilities, structures, buildings, machines, equipment, 1 

process, work systems, projects, communication systems, 2 

transportation systems and industrial or consumer products 3 

or equipment of control systems, communications, 4 

mechanical, electrical, hydraulic, pneumatic, petroleum, 5 

nuclear, mining, chemical, environmental or equipment of 6 

thermal nature, insofar as they involve safeguarding life, 7 

health or property.  Practice of engineering includes other 8 

professional services as may be necessary for the planning, 9 

progress and completion of any engineering services.  A 10 

person shall be construed to practice or offer to practice 11 

engineering who practices any branch of the profession of 12 

engineering, or by verbal claim, sign, advertisement, 13 

letterhead, card or any other way represents a person to be 14 

a professional engineer, or through the use of some other 15 

title implies that the person is a professional engineer or 16 

that the person is licensed under this act.  Practice of 17 

engineering includes holding a person out as able to 18 

perform or performing any engineering service or work or 19 

any other service designated by the practitioner which is 20 

recognized as engineering; 21 

 22 

(xiii)  "Practice of land surveying" means to 23 

provide or offer to provide professional land surveying 24 
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services using such sciences as mathematics, geodesy and 1 

photogrammetry and involves both: 2 

 3 

(A)  The making of geometric measurements and 4 

gathering related information pertaining to the physical or 5 

legal features of the earth, improvements on the earth, the 6 

space above, on or below the earth and the research, 7 

investigation and teaching of advanced surveying subjects, 8 

evaluation and planning; and  9 

 10 

(B)  Providing, utilizing or developing the 11 

same into survey products such as graphics, data, maps, 12 

plans, reports, descriptions or projects.  A person shall 13 

be construed to practice or to offer to practice land 14 

surveying within the meaning and intent of this act, who 15 

engages in land surveying, or by verbal claim, sign, 16 

advertisement, letterhead, card or any other way represents 17 

themselves to be a professional land surveyor, through the 18 

use of some other title implies that they are able to 19 

perform, or who does perform any land surveying service or 20 

work or any other service designated by the practitioner 21 

which is recognized as land surveying. 22 

 23 
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(xiv)  "Professional engineer" means a person who, 1 

by reason of special knowledge of the mathematical, 2 

physical sciences and the principles and methods of 3 

engineering analysis and design, acquired by professional 4 

education and practical experience, is qualified to 5 

practice engineering and who has been duly licensed as a 6 

professional engineer by the board; 7 

 8 

(xv)  "Professional engineer, retired" means a 9 

person who has been duly licensed as a professional 10 

engineer by the board and who chooses to relinquish or not 11 

to renew a license and who applies and the board approves 12 

the use of the honorific title "professional engineer, 13 

retired;" 14 

 15 

(xvi)  "Professional land surveying services" 16 

means consultation, investigation, design coordination, 17 

testimony evaluation, expert technical testimony, planning, 18 

mapping, assembling and interpreting gathered measurements 19 

and information related to any one (1) or more of the 20 

following: 21 

 22 
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(A)  Determining by measurement the 1 

configuration or contour of the earth's surface or the 2 

position of fixed objects thereon; 3 

 4 

(B)  Determining by geodetics surveys the 5 

size and shape of the earth or the position of any point on 6 

the earth; 7 

 8 

(C)  Locating, relocating, establishing, 9 

reestablishing or retracing property lines or boundaries of 10 

any tract of land, road, right-of-way or easement; 11 

 12 

(D)  Making any survey for the division, 13 

subdivision or consolidation of any tract of land; 14 

 15 

(E)  Locating or laying out control for 16 

alignments, positions or elevations for the construction of 17 

fixed works; 18 

 19 

(F)  Determining, by the use of principles of 20 

surveying, the position for any survey monument, boundary 21 

or non-boundary, or reference point and establishing or 22 

replacing any such monument or reference point; 23 

 24 
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(G)  Creating, preparing or modifying 1 

electronic, computerized or other data relative to the 2 

performance of the activities in subparagraphs (A) through 3 

(F) of this paragraph. 4 

 5 

(xvii)  "Professional land surveyor" means a 6 

person who has been duly licensed as a professional land 7 

surveyor by the board established under this act, and who 8 

is a professional specialist in the technique of measuring 9 

land, educated in the basic principles of mathematics the 10 

related physical and applied sciences and the relevant 11 

requirements of law for adequate evidence requisite to 12 

surveying of real property, and who is engaged in the 13 

practice of surveying as herein defined.  The Board may 14 

designate a professional land surveyor, on the basis of 15 

education, experience and examination; 16 

 17 

(xviii)  "Professional land surveyor, retired" 18 

means a person who has been duly licensed as a professional 19 

land surveyor by the board, who chooses to relinquish or 20 

not to renew a license and who applies and the board 21 

approves the use of the honorific title "Professional Land 22 

Surveyor, Retired;" 23 

 24 
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(xix)  "Responsible charge" means direct charge 1 

and control and personal supervision of engineering or land 2 

surveying work.  Only a professional engineer or 3 

professional land surveyor may legally assume responsible 4 

charge under this act; 5 

 6 

(xx)  "Seal" means a symbol, image or list of 7 

information adopted in accordance with board rules; 8 

 9 

(xxi)  "This act" means W.S. 33-29-201 through 10 

33-29-249. 11 

 12 

33-29-202.  Creation of board. 13 

 14 

(a)  The Wyoming board of professional engineers and 15 

professional land surveyors is created to consist of eight 16 

(8) members appointed by the governor for a term of four 17 

(4) years plus the state engineer who shall serve during 18 

his term in office.  The board shall be composed of: 19 

 20 

(i)  The state engineer; 21 

 22 

(ii)  Four (4) professional engineers, one (1) of 23 

whom shall be involved in engineering education at the 24 
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university level, and two (2) of whom shall be in private 1 

practice.  At most, one (1) may be a dual licensee; 2 

 3 

(iii)  Three (3) professional land surveyors, two 4 

(2) of whom shall be in private practice; and  5 

 6 

(iv)  One (1) public member who is neither a 7 

professional engineer nor a professional land surveyor. 8 

 9 

(b)  The governor may remove any member of the board 10 

for misconduct, incompetence, neglect of duty or for reason 11 

prescribed by law for removal of Wyoming officials.  12 

Vacancies in the membership of the board shall be filled 13 

for the unexpired term by appointment of the governor. 14 

 15 

(c)  Each member of the board shall receive a 16 

certificate of appointment from the governor, and before 17 

beginning his term of office, he shall file with the 18 

secretary of state the constitutional oath of office.  19 

 20 

33-29-203.  Qualifications of board members. 21 

 22 

(a)  All appointees shall be a resident of Wyoming for 23 

five (5) years or more. 24 
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 1 

(b)  Each engineering member of the board shall be a 2 

citizen of the United States and a resident of Wyoming.  3 

Each engineering member shall have been engaged in the 4 

lawful practice of engineering as a professional engineer 5 

for at least twelve (12) years, shall have been in 6 

responsible charge of engineering services for at least 7 

five (5) years and shall be a licensed professional 8 

engineer in Wyoming. 9 

 10 

(c)  Each land surveyor member of the board shall be a 11 

citizen of the United States and a resident of Wyoming.  12 

Each land surveyor member shall have been engaged in the 13 

lawful practice of land surveying as a professional land 14 

surveyor for at least twelve (12) years, shall have been in 15 

responsible charge of land surveying services for at least 16 

five (5) years and shall be licensed as a professional land 17 

surveyor in Wyoming. 18 

 19 

33-29-204.  Compensation of board members.   20 

 21 

Each member of the board except the state engineer shall 22 

receive as salary the sum paid each day to legislators for 23 

the time consumed in the performance of his duties.  Each 24 
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member shall receive reimbursement for all travel, 1 

incidental and other expenses which is normal, under state 2 

policy.  Mileage allowance as allowed to state employees 3 

shall be paid.  Compensation and expenses shall be paid 4 

only from the fees collected by the board.  5 

 6 

33-29-205.  Organization of board. 7 

 8 

(a)  The board shall hold at least four (4) regular 9 

meetings each year.  Special meetings may be held as the 10 

statutes or rules of the board provide.   11 

 12 

(b)  The board shall elect the following officers 13 

biennially to serve not more than two (2) consecutive 14 

terms: a chairperson, a vice chairperson and a secretary-15 

treasurer. 16 

 17 

(c)  Six (6) members constitute a quorum.  No decision 18 

shall be made unless it receives affirmative votes of at 19 

least five (5) members of the board. 20 

 21 

33-29-206.  Powers and duties of board. 22 

 23 
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(a)  The board shall have the power to adopt and amend 1 

bylaws and rules of procedure not inconsistent with the 2 

constitution and laws of Wyoming or this act.  The board 3 

may adopt and amend the rules and procedures as are 4 

necessary to carry out the provisions of this act, 5 

including, but not limited to, the adoption and 6 

promulgation of rules of professional conduct, which may be 7 

reasonably necessary for the proper performance of its 8 

duties and the regulation of its procedures, meetings, 9 

records, examinations and the conduct thereof.  Rules 10 

adopted by the board shall be binding upon persons licensed 11 

under this act and on nonlicensees found by the board to be 12 

in violation of provisions of this act and shall be 13 

applicable to firms holding a certificate of authorization.  14 

The board shall adopt and have an official seal, which 15 

shall be affixed to each license issued. 16 

 17 

(b)  In carrying into effect the provisions of this 18 

act, the board may subpoena witnesses and compel their 19 

attendance and also may require the submission of books, 20 

papers, documents, or other pertinent data, in any 21 

disciplinary matter, or in any case wherever a violation of 22 

this act is alleged.  Upon failure or refusal to comply 23 

with any such order of the board or upon failure to honor 24 
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its subpoena, as herein provided, the board may apply to 1 

any Wyoming court to enforce compliance with same. 2 

 3 

(c)  The board is hereby authorized to apply for relief 4 

by injunction in the established manner provided in civil 5 

cases, without bond, to enforce to the provisions of this 6 

act or to restrain any violation thereof.  In those 7 

proceedings, it shall not be necessary to allege or prove, 8 

either that an adequate remedy at law does not exist, or 9 

that substantial or irreparable damage would result from 10 

the continued violation thereof.  The members of the board 11 

shall not be personally liable for instituting these 12 

proceedings. 13 

 14 

(d)  The board may subject an applicant for licensure 15 

to such examinations as it deems necessary to determine the 16 

applicant's qualifications. 17 

 18 

(e)  The board shall have the power and authority to 19 

require a demonstration of continuing professional 20 

competency of engineers and land surveyors as a condition 21 

of renewal or relicensure. 22 

 23 
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(f)  The board has the authority to seek citation and 1 

fining of persons engaged in the unlawful practice of 2 

engineering or land surveying who are not licensed in 3 

Wyoming as provided by law. 4 

 5 

(g)  The board shall retain and exercise all 6 

administrative and civil rights and remedies commonly 7 

available to agencies in Wyoming.  No action or other legal 8 

proceedings for damages shall be instituted against the 9 

board or against any board member or employee or agent of 10 

the board for any act done in good faith and in the 11 

intended performance of any power granted under this act or 12 

for any neglect or default in the performance or exercise 13 

in good faith of any such duty or power. 14 

 15 

(h)  The board shall have the power and authority to 16 

waive requirements of this law pertaining to land surveying 17 

or engineering licensure provided consideration is given to 18 

safeguarding life, health and property and promoting the 19 

public welfare. 20 

 21 

(j)  In carrying out the duties, functions and 22 

obligation in this act, the board may contract with any 23 

Wyoming agency or private vendor as the board considers 24 
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appropriate.  The board may also enter into contracts to 1 

acquire, own, encumber, issue, replace, deal in and dispose 2 

of real and personal property. 3 

 4 

(k)  The board shall have the power to appoint 5 

committees as it deems necessary to assist the board in 6 

carrying out its responsibilities under this act.  All 7 

individuals appointed by the board to serve on committees 8 

or otherwise carryout the functions of this act are 9 

entitled to reimbursement of expenses as approved by the 10 

board. 11 

 12 

(m)  The board shall have the power to employ a board 13 

administrator and staff to properly perform its work and to 14 

assist in carrying out the responsibilities of this act.  15 

All individuals employed by the board shall receive such 16 

salary and salary adjustments as the board shall determine. 17 

 18 

(n)  The board shall have the power to adopt and 19 

collect fees in amounts necessary to enable the board to 20 

carry out its function under this act.  The board 21 

administrator shall receive and account for all monies 22 

derived under the provisions of  this act.  This fund shall 23 

be known as the professional engineer and professional 24 
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surveyors' fund and shall be deposited with the Wyoming 1 

state treasurer, and shall be paid out only upon 2 

requisitions submitted by the board administrator and 3 

secretary-treasurer.  All monies in this fund are hereby 4 

specifically appropriated for the use of the board.  The 5 

board administrator and secretary-treasurer shall give a 6 

surety bond to the Wyoming state treasurer in such sum and 7 

may be required by the laws of Wyoming.  The premium on 8 

said bond shall be regarded as a proper and necessary 9 

expense of the board.  The board shall pay expenditures 10 

from the abovementioned fund for any purpose which, in the 11 

opinion of the board, is reasonably necessary for the 12 

proper performance of its duties under this act, including 13 

the expenses of the board's delegates to meetings of, and 14 

membership fees to, any national organization including 15 

miscellaneous expenses associated with election to regional 16 

or national offices deemed appropriate by the board.  Under 17 

no circumstance shall the total amount of warrants issued 18 

in payment of the expenses and compensation provided for in 19 

this act exceed the amount of monies collected.  The board 20 

shall adopt a budget in accordance with accepted accounting 21 

principles and Wyoming requirements.  Periodic budget 22 

status reports showing classifications of expenditures and 23 

revenues shall be made to the public of stakeholders.  An 24 
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annual financial report shall be made by the board 1 

administrator and secretary-treasurer to the governor, 2 

state auditor or other appropriate fiscal oversight 3 

authority in Wyoming. 4 

 5 

(o)  The board shall be authorized to use electronic 6 

transmissions for all purposes permitted under this act. 7 

 8 

(p)  The board may establish or adopt by rule and 9 

regulation minimum standards of practice for professional 10 

land surveyors. 11 

 12 

33-29-207.  Petition for injunction. 13 

 14 

(a)  The district court shall issue an injunction 15 

forthwith upon a petition filed as provided in this section 16 

to enjoin the practice of engineering or land surveying by 17 

any person not licensed to practice those occupations or 18 

who is not exempt under this act from licensure 19 

requirements. 20 

 21 

(b)  The district court of the district in which the 22 

offending party resides or the district court of Laramie 23 
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county shall have original jurisdiction of any injunction 1 

proceedings. 2 

 3 

(c)  In a petition for injunction pursuant to 4 

subsection (a) of this section, it shall be sufficient to 5 

charge that the respondent on a day certain in a named 6 

county engaged in the practice of engineering or land 7 

surveying without a license and without being exempt under 8 

this act from licensure requirements.  No showing of actual 9 

damage or injury shall be required. 10 

 11 

(d)  The petition shall be filed in the name of the 12 

state by the board or at the request of the board by the 13 

attorney general or any county or district attorney in any 14 

county where the respondent resides or may be found. 15 

 16 

(e)  Issuance of an injunction shall not relieve 17 

respondent from being subject to any other proceeding under 18 

this act.  Any violation of an injunction shall be punished 19 

as contempt of court. 20 

 21 

33-29-208.  Annual report of board; filing copies of 22 

lists of licensees. 23 

 24 
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In October of each year the board shall make a report to 1 

the governor.  A complete roster showing the names and last 2 

known addresses of all licensed professional engineers and 3 

licensed professional land surveyors shall be published by 4 

the board administrator once each year in a format approved 5 

by the board.  6 

 7 

33-29-209.  Technical licensure fund.   8 

 9 

The secretary-treasurer or board administrator shall 10 

transmit to the state treasurer all fees or other revenues 11 

received by the board to be credited to a separate account.  12 

Revenues of the board shall be subject at all times to the 13 

warrant of the state auditor, drawn upon written 14 

requisition of the secretary-treasurer or board 15 

administrator for payment of any expenses received by the 16 

board. 17 

 18 

33-29-210.  Immunity from personal liability. 19 

 20 

(a)  Members, agents and employees of the board and any 21 

person reporting information to the board under oath, are 22 

immune from personal liability with respect to acts done 23 

and actions taken in good faith without fraud or malice. 24 
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 1 

(b)  The immunity provided by this section shall extend 2 

to the members of any professional review committee, 3 

investigator and witnesses appearing before the committee 4 

or board. 5 

 6 

33-29-211.  License required for the practice of 7 

engineering or land surveying. 8 

 9 

The practice of engineering and land surveying is a 10 

privilege which shall be granted by the licensing board 11 

pursuant to this act, based on the qualifications of the 12 

person or firm as evidenced by a license.  In order to 13 

safeguard life, health and property and to promote the 14 

public welfare, any person, or firm in either public or 15 

private capacity desiring to practice or offer to practice 16 

professional engineering or professional land surveying in 17 

Wyoming shall be required to submit evidence to the board 18 

showing that the applicant is qualified to practice and 19 

shall be licensed as provided by this act and board rules 20 

and regulations. 21 

 22 

33-29-212.  Qualification for intern licensure. 23 

 24 
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(a)  An applicant for intern licensure as an engineer 1 

shall: 2 

 3 

(i)  Be of good moral character and repute; and 4 

 5 

(ii)  The following shall be considered as minimum 6 

evidence that the applicant is qualified for licensure as 7 

an engineer intern.  A college senior or graduate of an 8 

engineering program of four (4) years or more approved by 9 

the board shall be admitted to an eight (8) hour written 10 

examination in the fundamentals of engineering.  Upon 11 

passing the examination and providing proof of graduation 12 

from an engineering program, the applicant shall be 13 

certified or enrolled as an engineer intern. 14 

 15 

(b)  An applicant for intern licensure as a land 16 

surveyor shall:  17 

 18 

(i)  Be of good moral character and repute; and 19 

 20 

(ii)  A college senior or graduate of a surveying 21 

program of four (4) years or more approved by the board 22 

shall be admitted to an eight (8) hour written examination 23 

in the fundamentals of surveying.  Upon passing the 24 
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examination and providing proof of graduation, the 1 

applicant shall be certified or enrolled as a surveyor 2 

intern, if the applicant is otherwise qualified; or 3 

 4 

(iii)  A graduate of a program related to 5 

surveying of four (4) years or more, including at least 6 

thirty (30) semester credit hours in surveying, as approved 7 

by the board and with a specific record of two (2) years of 8 

progressive experience in surveying shall be admitted to an 9 

eight (8) hour written examination in the fundamentals of 10 

surveying.  Upon passing the examination, the applicant 11 

shall be certified or enrolled as a surveyor intern, if the 12 

applicant is otherwise qualified; or 13 

 14 

(iv)  A graduate of a program not related to 15 

surveying of four (4) years or more, including at least 16 

thirty (30) semester credit hours in surveying, as approved 17 

by the board and with a specific record of four (4) years 18 

of progressive experience in surveying shall be admitted to 19 

an eight (8) hour written examination in the fundamentals 20 

of surveying. Upon passing the examination, the applicant 21 

shall be certified or enrolled as a surveyor intern, if the 22 

applicant is otherwise qualified; or 23 

 24 
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(v)  Have an associate degree in surveying 1 

technology curriculum approved by the board plus four (4) 2 

years of combined office and field experience in land 3 

surveying, of which two (2) years shall have been in charge 4 

of land surveying projects under the supervision of a 5

reservoir does not exceed twenty (20) acre feet or twenty 15
