Section 1.  W.S. 17-29-707 is created to read: 
 

17-29-707.  Appeal from rejection of reinstatement. 
 

Appeals of decisions of the secretary of state under this 
article may be made as provided in W.S. 17-16-1423. 
 

Section 2.  W.S. 17-28-110 by creating a new 
subsection (d) and 17-29-1103(a) are amended to read: 

 
17-28-110.  Reinstatement after administrative 

dissolution or revocation of authority. 
 
(d)  Appeals of decisions of the secretary of state 

under this section may be made as provided in W.S. 
17-16-1423. 

 
17-29-1103.  Application to existing domestic limited 

liability companies. 
 
(a)  Except as provided in subsection (b) of this 

section, this chapter applies to domestic limited liability 
companies in existence on its effective date July 1, 2010 
that were organized under any general statute of this state 
providing for organization of limited liability companies. 
if power to amend or repeal the statute under which the 
limited liability company was organized was reserved. 
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Section 3.  This act is effective immediately upon 
completion of all acts necessary for a bill to become law 
as provided by Article 4, Section 8 of the Wyoming 
Constitution.
