(11) The district adjusted average salary for each
staffing category computed under subdivision (1) of this subparagraph shall be
further adjusted for regional cost differences as measured by the greater of
the hedonic wage index or the Wyoming cost-of-living index computed by the
division of economic analysis, department of administration and information,
with a minimum of one hundred (100) index value, as prescribed by the education
resource block grant model. For purposes of the education resource block grant
model, the version of the Wyoming cost-of-living index used by the division
shall be based upon the unrecalibrated housing cost index weights unless
otherwise determined by the legislature based upon recommendation of the joint
education interim committee. In addition, the version of the Wyoming cost-of-
living index applied under this subparagraph for any school year shall be the
greater of the average of the six (6) consecutive semi-annual iIndex reports
completed by January 1 of the immediately preceding school year or the semi-




annual index report completed by January 1 of this immediately preceding school
year. This subdivision is repealed July 1, 2026;".

(a) As used in this chapter:

(i) "Average daily membership'™ or "ADM" means the aggregate number
of pupils present plus the aggregate number of pupils absent, divided by the
actual number of days the school is in session for the year. Pupils who attend

at least eilghty—percent—(80%)—seventy-five percent (75%) of a TFfull time

equivalency basis shall be considered full time. For pupils enrolled in school
on less than elghty—percent(80%)—seventy-five percent (75%) of a full time
equivalency basis, the school district shall calculate the pupil®s contribution
to the ADM on a prorated basis with the hours or class periods of enrollment
being the numerator and the hours or class periods of full time equivalency
being the denominator. Pupils who have withdrawn from school or who have been
absent for more than ten (10) consecutive calendar days shall not be counted as
members;'.
